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6. Sibling Relationship/ Other Family Members/ Family Pet

How are the children similar, how are they different? What do they enjoy doing together? How do the children
react to each other?

Their relationship
developed into one of competition for toys and Mom's attention. Both children try to be the sole child on Mom's lap and Teague
often says to Ryleigh, "Mommy has two babies, we have to share.” Teague loves to touch Ryleigh'’s little ears and he has started to
refer to her as "Baby Ears." Another nickname he calls her is "Baby She-She".

7. Father

Becoming a parent is a joy beyond measure; here is a chance for Dad to share his feelings about being "Dad."

We suggest you include your feelings for each child. It may be composed as a kind of memory "letter" to each
child if you wish. Share also your overall feelings about being a father.

EXAMPLE:
1 will never forget the day that Teague came into our lives. We waited a long time for that day. I remember being so
overwhelmed that I could not stop the tears of joy from coming.

I remember how calm he was and how his big brown eyes stared at me as though he already knew who I was. My

best friend had finally arrived. (Little did I know that Teague's best friend was really his mommy.)

Being a father is the greatest joy I have ever felt. It brings out every human emotion possible. It is a privilege to be
given the responsibility of caring for this sweet boy from heaven. I look forward to watching him grow and being
there to share his triumphs and any struggles that may come his way.

Teague will always hold a special piece of my heart because each time I look at him I'm reminded of a past trial and
the blessing that comes from endurance and faith. There is an unspoken bond between a father and his son. You will
always be my Teaguey Nick.

Mother
Here is a chance for Mom to share her feelings about her relationship to her children and about being a mother.

We suggest you include your feelings for each child. It may be composed as a kind of memory "letter" to each
child if you wish. Share also your overall feelings about being a mother.

EXAMPLE:

Some of my greatest memories of Teague is when I held him the first night of his life all night, pacing the floors at Belfast City
Hospital while all of the other babies slept soundly. I talked to him all night and I never felt annoyed or tired because I was so
happy to have him. Our time spent in Ireland was as close to heaven as I have ever been. We spent our days waking up late,
going for walks to the park, visiting friends, going to the corner market to pick out some dinner, and then evenings with Dadd.
We took the bus everywhere. He rode in a little pouch on my chest. He and I were inseparable and Teague was definitely a
"momma's boy"!

Now that Teague is three [ still spend nights holding him. I check on him every night to just steal a kiss from him and tell him
one more time that day that I love him. In the middle of the night he always runs to my side of the bed and climbs in to finish
his sleep between us. To comfort himself he will reach for my ears and mutter, "Wittle Mommy, wittle Mommy, I love the wittle
Mommy."

Grandparents and Family Summary

EXAMPLE OF FAMILY SUMMARY:

Over the past four years of raising this family we have come to learn certain things such as: You don't hand a child a pop-cycle
in the house, you don't even say the word pop-cycle in the house! Never, ever go anywhere without water. A child addicted to TV

isn't such a bad thing. Church is not a spiritual day of worship, it is a physical workout for parents. Don't get a dog just because
your little boy prayed for one!

We learned more than that though. We learned that there is nothing more important than our children. A wise man once said,
"You have nothing in this world more precious than your children. When you grow old, when your hair turns white and your
body grows weary, when you are prone to sit in a rocker to meditate on the things of your life, nothing will be so important as
the question of how your children have turned out. It will not be the money you have made. It will not be the cars you have
owned. It will not be the large house in which you live. The searing question that will cross your mind again and again will be,
How well have my children done? If the answer is that they have done very well, then your happiness will be complete." -Gordon
